The project: AGE-C (Ageing and Gender in
European Cinema) is an international and
interdisciplinary  research  project that
examines who is allowed to age — and how —
in contemporary European cinema. Bringing
together film studies, cultural gerontology, and
quantitative analysis, the project investigates
both on-screen representations of ageing and
the professional trajectories of ageing film
practitioners across European film industries.

The lecture presents the project's methodolo-
gical framework and key insights from its dataset
(2013-2023). It reflects on how data-driven
approaches can help us understand visibility,
inequality, and structural patterns of exclusion in
European screen cultures, and how these
findings contribute to broader debates in ageing
studies.
